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LLB (Hons) Bachelor of Law

3 years full-time or 4 years part-time  
(2 evenings per week)

UCAS Code: M100 (LLB/Law)
UCAS Tariff: 240 points

Course Overview
Our LLB (Hons) programme recognises the 
need to provide an academically challenging 
degree which will provide you with a 
sound knowledge of legal concepts and an 
understanding of the operation of law in 
society. A wide range of legal and business 
electives are available and you will be able 
to use these to study areas relating to your 
personal, vocational and academic interests.

Modules Covered
This Solicitors Regulation Authority (SRA) and 
Bar Council qualifying Law degree contains 
the seven Foundation subjects. These are: 
Contract, Tort, Criminal Law, Public Law, Equity 
and Trusts, Land Law and European Law. 
These seven core subjects are vital in order to 
gain exemption from the SRA or Bar Council, 
(subject to SRA regulations being satisfied) to 
allow you to progress quickly in your chosen 
legal career.

What’s Next?
The structure of the programme offers a wide 
range of exciting career options in the legal 
and business world. These include working 
as a solicitor; barrister or legal executive; in 
local and national government; custom and 
excise; the police force; human resource 
management; trade unions; and in the 
general world of insurance, business and 
commerce.

BA (Hons) Law & Social Welfare

3 years full-time

UCAS Code: ML14 (BA/LSW)
UCAS Tariff: 240 points

Course Overview
This programme is the perfect choice if you 
wish to work within the Criminal Justice 
System in a capacity other than as a barrister 
or solicitor.

What’s Next?
On successfully completing the course, 
your degree could lead to a broad range of 
opportunities in the police force, the youth 
justice service, customs and excise, the 
probation service, the courts service, drugs 
prevention services or immigration services.



Undergraduate Courses

BA (Hons) Accountancy  
and Law

3 years full-time

UCAS Code: NM41 (BA/AL)
UCAS Tariff: 240 points

Course Overview
This programme recognises the growing 
overlap of the roles of the accountant and 
the business lawyer and aims to provide you 
with an excellent course of study to enable 
you to work efficiently in either a local, UK 
or European setting. We have designed the 
content with careful reference to the needs of 
the profession.

What’s Next?
The structure of the programme will prepare 
you for success in a variety of accountancy 
and financial management settings. The 
programme has a strong legal context  
and, through further training, you can  
gain professional legal and/or  
accountancy qualifications.

BA (Hons) Law Independent 
Programme of Study (IPOS)

3 years full-time

UCAS Code: M190 (BA/Law)
UCAS Tariff: 240 points

Course Overview
You should be aware that this is not a Law 
Society/Bar Council qualifying law degree, 
but it is a degree in law which will let you 
construct your own course from the module 
bank at the Bradford Law School. It is a  
non-qualifying law degree with very  
flexible structure.

If you successfully complete the College’s 
Foundation Degree in Law and Legal Practice, 
you may be eligible for direct entry to Level 2 
of this degree. 

What’s Next?
On successfull completion of the course, you 
will have the opportunity to go on to study at 
Postgraduate level, including LLM/Graduate 
Diploma. You can also apply for a range of 
legal or business careers.
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BA (Hons) Marketing  
and Law

3 years full-time

UCAS Code: MN15 (BA/ML)
UCAS Tariff: 240 points

Course Overview
This unique programme combines a 
vocationally-focused marketing curriculum 
with an academically challenging course in 
Law. We also include fundamental business 
skills in the programme. Our aim is to allow 
you to develop a specialist range of skills to 
take into the consumer-orientated business 
environment where you need to have a  
sound knowledge of more than one 
managerial discipline.

What’s Next?
The programme will prepare you for brand, 
product and marketing management posts 
in all areas of industry, commerce, services 
and the public sector. We have given the 
programme a strong legal context appropriate 
to the marketing environment and 
through further training, professional legal 
qualifications can be gained.

Upon completion, you may wish to consider 
the MA in Marketing Practice course or The 
Chartered Institute of Marketing courses.

Foundation Degree in Law  
and Legal Practice

2 years full-time or 2 years part-time  
+ 2 summer schools

UCAS Code: MM12 (FdA/L&LP)
UCAS Tariff: 60 points (1x A Level)

Course Overview
This is an interesting and rewarding 
Foundation degree in Law and Legal Practice. 
On successfull completiopn of the course you  
will have direct access to Level 2 of the LLB, 
BA (Hons) Law & Social Welfare or BA (Hons) 
Law Independent Programme of Study 
(IPOS). BA (Hons) Marketing & Law,  
BA (Hons) Accountancy & Law.

What’s Next?
On successfull completion of the course, 
you can go on to Undergraduate study. 
If you decide not to pursue further study, 
then you may enter the legal profession 
as a fee earner/paralegal. It will also be a 
useful qualification for those wishing to enter 
employment in areas such as insurance  
work which requires knowledge of the 
litigation process.



Postgraduate Courses Professional Courses

Graduate Diploma in Law*

1 year full-time or  
2 years part-time

Course Overview
This modular programme includes the  
study of the seven foundation subjects 
delivered within the Law Society rules, 
together with English Legal Process and  
a small research project.

Recognised by the Solicitors Regulation 
Authority (SRA) and the Bar Council, this 
course covers the seven core modules 
(Contract, Tort, Criminal Law, Public Law, 
Equity and Trusts, Land Law and  
European Law).

What’s Next?
Successful completion of the course may lead 
to the Legal Practice course or Bar Vocational 
Course and work as a solicitor or barrister.

LLM – Master of Laws in 
International and Comparative Law*

1 year full-time (minimum)

Entry Requirements:  
2.2 honours degree (or above) in law or  
a related discipline.  

CLC (Council of Licensed  
Conveyancers) Courses

2 years full-time (two evenings per week) 

Course Overview
If you wish to have a career in either in-
house or self-employed conveyancing, this 
comprehensive course is ideal and will give 
you the opportunity to qualify as a Licensed 
Conveyancer. If you have previously studied 
Law (eg LLB), you can apply to the CLC for 
exemption from some modules (eg Contract 
Law, Land Law, Landlord and Tenant Law). 
Your course is in two parts - the Foundation 
includes three modules and two exams, and 
the Final involves you taking a further module 
and three exams.

Entry Requirements: 
4 GCSEs at level Grade C or above  
(including English or English Language  
or English Literature). 

If you are aged 18 or over and unable to 
meet the above entry requirements then 
you may be accepted onto the course as a 
‘practicing student’. To be eligible you must 
work in the office of a licensed Conveyancer 
or Solicitor. If you are aged 25 or over then 
you can make an application that will be 
considered on its own merits. 

What’s Next?
Para-legal or Fee Earner. Alternatively you may 
wish to progress onto undergraduate study.

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	 ILEX (Institute of Legal  
	 Executives) Courses 

If you are already practicing law and would 
like to gain the knowledge of a new area for 
example, Immigration Law or Criminal Law,  
we can offer ILEX Diplomas for individual 
subject areas.

If you are aged 21 or over then formal 
qualifications may not be necessary. Entry 
onto the course will be based on your ability 
to demonstrate the capability to complete, 
and benefit from, the course. All applicants are 
required to attend an interview. 

ILEX Level 2 Certificate in  
Vocational Paralegal Studies

1 year part-time 

Entry Requirements: 
1 GCSE at level Grade C or above. 

ILEX Level 6 Professional  
Higher Diploma in Law

2 years part-time 

Entry Requirements: 
ILEX level 3 or A level or AVCE plus experience 
in chosen subject.
